MEETING INFORMATION 

PUMPKIN BONES  

4 cups brown rice                               

2 eggs with shells 

3/4 cup steel cut oats 

1 cup canned pumpkin (not pie) 

1 teaspoon cinnamon 

3/4 cup buttermilk  

1 tablespoon blackstrap molas-

ses 

2 teaspoons ground rosemary 

3/4 salt  

4 tablespoon shortening. 

Mix dry stuff in large bowl. Mix 

liquid stuff in food processor 

leaving in the egg shells. Knead 

until well mixed (5 minutes). 

Roll dough to 1/4 inch thick. 

Cut with 1 inch small bone 

shaped cutter. Bake at 325 for 

115 min., then 10 minutes at 

300, then 10 minutes at 250.  

This makes about 320 pumpkin 

bones depending on the size of 

the cutter. Recipe can be 

halved.

the CVBD (canine vector-borne 

disease) World Forum held ear-

lier this year.
